Materials

Poster size paper

What makes a good poster?

Big bold pictures – in this case an appealing and memorable character

Tidy presentation – plan where you are going to put everything before you do anything (do a plan on a separate piece of
paper).

The lesson could be divided into two sessions. Session 1 is to present a plan on a piece of paper. Session 2 is to make the
big poster.
